May-June-July Schedule
May 5 DELAWARE RIVER WHITEWARTER Unless someone has a better idea, the route will be Pond Eddy to Sparrowbush. May 26-27-28 DELAWARE RIVER CAONE CAMPING The most likely route is Milford to the Gap. Mostly moving flatwater with some riffles less than class 1. Call (732) 555-5555 between 6 & 9 PM for info.

July 13 to 15 - Lumber River - traveling to North Carolina starting early morning on the 13th, camping at Whispering Pines, canoeing with the Travelites on the 14th, departing back to Jersey on the 15th. 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July 7-22 PADDLE THE ALLAGASH WILDERNESS WATERWAY IN MAINE. Last time we flew in to Johnson’s pond by floatplane and paddled down Allagash Creek, then north to Umsaskis. This time we plan on paddling from the south end of Churchill Lake nearly all the way to the Canadian border. Trip participants should be able to camp for extended periods in rainy conditions and be comfortable paddling class 1+ whitewater with camping gear in the canoe. The class 2 Chase rapids can be shuttled and or the gear can be shuttled while you run the rapids empty.

Aug 19-31 PADDLE AND PORTAGE THE ADIRONDACKS Ever get an urge to take a hike with a boat on your head? Lake hopping is the name of the game in the Adirondacks of Upstate NY. Secluded un-crowded lakes are their own reward for the trouble of getting there. We plan to take it slow. The trip leader qualifies for a handicapped parking placard so don’t expect to move fast on the portages. Paul Smith’s through the St Regis Canoe Area and out onto Saranac Lake is the proposed route.
