August 11-19 ADIRONDACKS PADDLE AND PORTAGE  Fish Pond/St Regis? Lows Lake/Oswagatchie River? Several miles of single pass portages.
Aug 25-26 PINE BARRENS OVERNIGHT This will most likely be on the Mullica River. However, nothing is certain during the low water month of August. Camping is primitive with an outhouse. Water conditions should be Brownwater level 2.
Sept 1 BATSTO SALMON RUN The Village to Lower Forge. 5-6 hours of upstream paddling. Brownwater level 3.

Sept 2 BATSTO MINI-SALMON RUN Quaker Bridge to Lower Forge. 1.5-2 hours of upstream paddling. Brownwater level 3.

Sept 1-2 CAMPING AT LOWER FORGE. Hike in, bike in or paddle in.

Sept 3 BATSTO RIVER DAY TRIP Quaker Bridge to the Village. Brownwater level 1.
Sept 7-9 CAR CAMPING AT BODINES FIELD Base camp for the weekend’s day trips.
Sept 8 OSWEGO RIVER DAYTRIP Water conditions vary tremendously and unpredictably on this river. We will portage the dam and takeout at Bodines Field campground. Brownwater 1-2.5 .
Sept 9 WADING RIVER DAYTRIP. George Rafferty Memorial trip. This was the last trip George did with us before he died. Speedwell or Hawkins to Bodines Field campground is the tentative route.

    Water conditions are expected to be Brownwater level 1.5 Speedwell to Hawkins, Level 1 Hawkins to Bodines. 

Sept 29-30 TBA OVERNIGHTER The Delaware river and the Mullica river are among the possibilities. 
Oct 13-14 MULLICA OVERNIGHT Primitive camping. Rt 206 to Pleasant Mills. Brownwater level 2 .
Oct 27 UPPER BATSTO if there is enough water, somewhere else if the water is low. Brownwater level 2.

The Bare Facts Q&A

Q: I got the new schedule, but I see it's not up on the website yet. What’s up?

A: I upload the newsletter to the server and then access it on-line with the other computer to print it. If you got it, it was printed. If it was printed, I downloaded it from the server. It’s there, you just can’t see it.

The problem is probably due to cashing, the storing of copies to save download time.  Your browser should be set to check for new versions of stored pages every time it’s loaded. If the problem persists, it’s probably your ISP that is storing old versions to save them some bandwidth costs. 
America Off Line is a big offender when it comes to not updating stored pages. If it’s your ISP, then the only solution is to get rid of your ISP and get a better one. VT.ISP is only $39.95 PER YEAR, requires no space on your computer for redundant, non standard or useless programs and I never had a problem with outdated stored pages.
If you have AOL with a cable modem or DSL, try using an alternate browser like Firefox. It might access our server directly, without going through AOL’s hardware.

Q: Why isn’t there more stuff in the members’ only section?

A: Because I’m the only one uploading to it and I have a life. 

Q: Hi, I’m a new member and I would like more info on the Adirondacks trip. I haven't received a news letter yet and I don't how to sign up. I didn't get much info from the members section, just dates. Could you please send me more info?

A: Because of problems we have experienced in the past, we insist that you paddle with us on a few easy trips before embarking on a trip where skill gaps could result in serious injury or worse.  
There really isn’t much more info. It’s a paddle and portage trip with several miles afoot. We single portage, canoes and gear in one pass.
To sign up for any of our trips, call the phone number at the top of the first page of the newsletter and on the contact page of the website.

Q: Hi, I guess I should have read more. I wasn't sure I had to have my own canoe. I do have an old 17 foot grumen canoe I haven't used in many years that needs alot of cleaning, and two old paddles. It really needs two people to handle it. I don't have a way to transport it. At least to start with, I was more interested in the nudity and some easy simple day trips and maybe sharing a canoe or someone coming into my canoe. Is there an easy starter trip coming up I could go on with or without my canoe?

A: Having your own canoe is almost a necessity. We can sometimes match you up with another paddler, but that is usually for the people that are beginners that want some experience before purchasing their own canoe. In some cases we can arrange for rental canoes or put you in touch with the proper livery services in the area.

You may be more interested in the nudity, but we are more interested in the canoeing and camping. The opportunity to skinny dip is just an extra benefit on our trips.
The easy starter trips are generally in the late spring and they are much easier with a canoe than without. 

Q: What is the best kind of kayak to take on a ‘Bares trip?

A: One with a canoe-like hull design, a shallow arch or shallow “V” hull with some rocker.
One of our members recently upgraded from an Old Town Loon to a, more canoe-like, Perception Sanibel. It’s obvious that he has less trouble keeping up when paddling the better hull design. He sits on a boat cushion for height and paddles with a single bladed paddle, much like paddling a C1 style canoe.
There are plenty of reasons why a canoe is the best choice for some “Bares trips, and the only choice for others. If all you have is a kayak, you can expect to work harder to keep up, but you don’t have to stay home.
